2. Open faces towards dwellings or protected structures

a. Designing to NOT have  one

b. Insuring proper confinement when you do have one

c. Extra precautions

3. Back pressures from blasts

b. NOT inducing back pressures with timing 

c. Common areas where backpressures cause trouble

4. Material on the outslope

a. Recognizing material that might cause a problem

b. Removing material that might cause a problem

c. Recognizing that such material can cause a flyrock even when the shot does not

5. Catch Benches

a. Understanding that a catch bench is a SAFETY back up in case something goes wrong (not a bench to shoot into)

b. Designing sufficient size with sufficient berm

c. Insuring the catch bench extends well beyond the shot to make sure nothing gets by the catch bench
